253 Baller Feeder Teams Program Outline
Purpose:
The 253 Baller Feeder Teams aim to enhance the Franklin Pierce School District's middle school and high school athletic programs by providing essential training and developmental opportunities for young players. This initiative serves to bolster recruitment and player development for high school teams.
Eligible Participants:
· Ages: Grades 3-8
· Gender: All
· Eligibility Requirements: 
· 75% of players must be students enrolled in the Franklin Pierce School District.
Season Schedule:
· Spring Season: March 3 – May 28
· Summer Season: June 2 – August 3
· Fall Season: September 2 – October 30
Practice Schedule:
· Boys: Mondays & Wednesdays, 6:00 PM – 8:00 PM at Ford MS and Keithley MS
· Girls: Tuesdays & Thursdays, 6:00 PM – 8:00 PM at Ford MS and Keithley MS
· Attendance Requirement: Players must maintain at least 75% attendance. Failure to meet this requirement will result in the player’s spot on the team being vacated.
Team Structure:
· Teams will be organized by grade level.
· If there are more than ten players in a single grade, teams will be divided by skill level under the guidance of the respective division coach.
League Games:
· Spring: April 13 – May 28		Cost: $400/team
· Summer: June 7 – August 3		Cost: $400/team
· 
Cost:
· $100 per player per season.
Additional Requirements:
· Mentorship & Leadership (for Middle School players only): Players are expected to actively assist with summer clinics, camps for younger players, and/or open gyms.
· Community Service: All players must participate in one community service project each season.
· Fundraising: Each player is required to take part in at least one fundraiser per season, organized by the board of directors.
· Team Parent:  Each team is required to have one team parent that arranges team snacks, communications, league and tournament scheduling support.  
This program is designed to develop both the athletic and personal growth of young players, while fostering a sense of community and responsibility within the Franklin Pierce School District.
